 XYZ organization is identified as Lead convener for MICH

 XYZ has an existing state-wide network of partners already working on MICH

 They invite several other partners to join them in forming the MICH Action Team.

 XYZ as lead convener with the action team discusses and completes the Action Agenda.

 Identify and catalog what is happening already

 Align to SHIP Phase 1 Objectives

 Identify and prioritize strategies that a critical mass of partners will address

 The Action Agenda is implemented by XYZ and the key partners on the Action Team

 Partners go back to their own Coalitions, programs they are working on and align/refine their 
work  to this agenda/strategies

 They may organize into subgroups to address specific areas

 Recommendations and progress are reported back to the Advisory Council
