In preparing this cost report, we did not perform any disallowances for the administrator salary
expense or dues expense in excess of the limits for each prescribed by your department. We also
did not perform any disallowances related to physical therapy and speech therapy, which were
paid for by entities other than the Medicaid Program. We did not disallow bad debts as it is now
netted against Private Pay Revenue. Further, we did not disallow any depreciation or interest
expense in excess of amounts previously approved via Certificate of Need or related to any prior
state desk review or field audits. We believe that these disallowances are performed by the
software used by your department in the preparation of the facility’s rate computation report, and
we do not want to create an inadvertent duplication of disallowance by calculating these
adjustments. We have submitted two page 23’s to you, one representing asset activity of the
CCNH and one representing activity of the RCH. The sum of both of these pages is included on
pages 23 and 31. The differences noted on the error check page between pages 22 and 23 and
pages 23 and 24 are equal to the asset activity of the RCH. We believe this preparation
methodology is in compliance with any rules and regulations of your department and the federal
government.
