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A.
Residency in the state is a technical eligibility requirement for Food Stamps.  An individual meets the residency requirement by living in Connecticut.



B.
Intent to remain in the state is not a requirement.  Vacationers in Connecticut from out of state, however, are not considered residents of this state.



C.
There is no durational residency requirement.



D.
No individual may establish residence in more than one place in any one month, except women and children moving into shelters for battered women.



E.
An otherwise eligible assistance unit is not required to reside in a permanent dwelling or have a fixed mailing address.
