HB-5423  AN ACT ENDING A WAIVER OF WORK REQUIREMENTS FOR RECIPIENTS OF 
SUPPLEMENTAL NUTRITION ASSISTANCE. 

HB-5509  AN ACT CONCERNING COST-EFFECTIVE, PRIVATE DELIVERY OF HUMAN SERVICES. 

HB-5642 AN ACT ESTABLISHING A TASK FORCE TO EXAMINE A STATE FUNDING AND SERVICE 
DISPARITY IN NORTHEASTERN CONNECTICUT. 

HB-5645  AN ACT REQUIRING A PRESCRIBING PRACTITIONER TO INFORM ANY PATIENT 
RECEIVING A PRESCRIPTION FOR A BENZODIAZEPINE DRUG OF THE SIDE EFFECTS OF SUCH 
DRUG. 

HB-5653  AN ACT ALLOWING FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF SERVICE DOGS USED BY INDIVIDUALS 
WITH MENTAL HEALTH NEEDS. 

HB-5774  AN ACT CONCERNING AN INCREASE IN FUNDING TO RESTORE CRITICAL PROGRAMS OF 
THE DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH AND ADDICTION SERVICES. 

HB-5814  AN ACT REQUIRING PHARMACIES TO INSTALL PRESCRIPTION DRUG DROP-BOXES. 

HB-5866  AN ACT USING FUNDS FROM THE DRUG ASSETS FORFEITURE REVOLVING ACCOUNT FOR 
DRUG TREATMENT BEDS
