Legal Matters
Case Number 2016-969 Diane Servedio, RPh

Attorney Bryan Calfferelli presented this case. No Commissioner ‘stepped down’.
This case involved: The Licensee is a pharmacist that entered into a 5 year
monitoring agreement to reinstate their pharmacist license on June 13, 2017. The
agreement was accepted and approved by this commission at its June 21, 2017,
meeting. The licensee requested clarification of the agreement relating to
providing notice of the agreement to current or prospective employers.
Proposed Resolution: The proposed amendment clarifies the section of the
current agreement relating to providing current or prospective employers.
Commission Action: Commissioner Goodmaster moved, seconded by
Commissioner Inguanti and passed by a vote of 5-0 to accept and
approve the aforementioned settlement agreement.

Case Number 2016-1253 Steven Dixon, RPh
Attorney Bryan Cafferelli presented this case. No Commissioner ‘stepped down’.
This case involved The Licensee is a pharmacist that voluntarily surrendered their
license in September 2016, after allegations of diversion of controlled substances.
The licensee did not have any violations prior to the surrender.
Proposed Resolution: This Reinstatement Agreement contains prerequisites for
reinstatement and a five year probationary period with strict controls and
oversight, including random drug screenings, substance abuse treatment,
counseling, attendance at self-help group meetings and restrictions on working
alone as a licensed pharmacist, managing a pharmacy or ordering controlled
substances.
Commission Action: Commissioner Carbray moved, seconded by
Commissioner Inguanti and passed by a vote of 5-0 to accept and
approve the aforementioned settlement agreement.
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Case Number 2016-1575 & 2017-96 CVS Pharmacy No. 3373 & No. 1154
Attorney Bryan Calfferelli presented this case. Commissioner DeFazio ‘stepped
down’. This case involved we adjudicated cases 2016-1575 and 2017-96
concurrently due to the nature and closeness of the violations. The Licensees
are a pharmacies that have been investigated by the Drug Control Division for
violating statute(s) or regulation(s) relating to drugs, devices or the practice of
pharmacy, including:

- performing incompetent or negligent work

- failing to perform a quality assurance review for prescription error no later
than two business days from the date the prescription error was discovered

- failing to include the names and titles of the persons performing the
guality assurance review

- failing to include the pertinent data and other information relating to the
prescription errors on the quality assurance review

. failing to provide the recommended changes to pharmacy policy,
procedures, systems, or processes

- failing to maintain a record of the quality assurance review

Proposed Resolution: This Settlement Agreement calls for a $29,000.00 dollar civil
penalty as settlement for both cases.
Commission Action: Commissioner Goodmaster moved, seconded by
Commissioner Inguanti and passed by a vote of 4-0 to accept and
approve the aforementioned settlement agreement.

Case Number 2017-673 Ryan Bango, RPh
Attorney Bryan Calfferelli presented this case. Commissioner Goodmaster
‘stepped down’. This case involved The Licensee is a pharmacist that has been
investigated by the Drug Control Division for allegedly performing incompetent
or negligent work and failing to store controlled substances in such a manner as
to prevent theft of diversion.
Proposed Resolution: This Settlement Agreement calls for a $250.00 civil penalty,
an agreement not to serve as a pharmacy manager for two years and a letter of
reprimand
Commission Action: Commissioner Chisholm moved, seconded by
Commissioner Carbray and passed by a vote of 4-0 to accept and
approve the aforementioned settlement agreement.

‘First Time’ Pharmacy Manager(s)

Commissioner DeFazio provided a summary of the responsibilities that a first-time
pharmacy manager has and appreciated their appearance before the
Commission. Commissioner DeFazio emphasized the importance of the
pharmacy manager’s role in contrast to the front-store manager (in many retail
settings). Some responsibilities include leadership, technician registration, license
renewals, and prescription error reporting.

Commissioner Inguanti provided a brief overview of the Med Watch program
and discussed properly reporting prescription errors.
