HIPAA applicability

A covered entity such as a prescriber or pharmacy
may disclose protected health information for
certain public health activities and purposes.

In addition, disclosure may be made to a health
oversight agency for oversight activities authorized
by law.

These two exceptions allow for the disclosure of
information to and from the Prescription
Monitoring Program.

Protecting the privacy of patients’
health information

The HIPAA Privacy Rule sets limits on how health
plans and covered providers may use individually
identifiable health information.

Personal health information may not be used for
purposes not related to health care, and covered
entities may use or share only the minimum amount
of protected information needed for a particular
purpose.

However, the rule does not restrict providers from
sharing information needed to treat their patients.

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How healthcare practitioners can help.

Most patients take prescription medications responsibly.
However, practitioners must be aware of the increasing
problem with prescription drug abuse.

Practitioners prescribing controlled substances can counsel
patients about the danger posed by taking medications in
a way not directed or by combining them with other
medications or alcohol. Practitioners can also counsel
parents to secure their prescriptions and dispose of
unused medications.

The goal is to get people the treatment they need if they
have a substance abuse problem and to decrease
poisoning and overdosing on prescription drugs.
