Dr. Donna LaGanga, Dean of Workforce Development and Continuing Education for Tunxis CC and Victor Mitchell, Director, Business & Industry Services for Tunxis CC appeared before the Board today to propose distance learning for continuing education offerings and to propose that CEUs be accepted from other accredited/approved institutions.

After a lengthy discussion, Chairman Laurence Vallieres commented that the Board will certainly entertain and consider the information proposed today; however, he was planning on having a meeting after the legislative session ends to see how the continuing education issue settles and what code book will be used as a result.

A specific concern brought up by Board Member Michael Muthersbaugh and echoed by Chairman Vallieres was how Tunxis can ensure that the distance learning/online education won’t be compromised.  Dr. LaGanga replied that there is no assurance of this, but anyone who does this has engaged in an ethical violation.

Kiriakos G. Kiriakides, who appeared before the Board today, requested a waiver from completing his apprenticeship requirements to sit for the E-2 examination due to his language barrier.

Chairman Laurence Vallieres advised Mr. Kirakides that if he has not already done so to complete his apprenticeship training and receive his completion letter from the Department of Labor Apprenticeship Program.  From there, he can apply to the Department of Consumer Protection to sit for an E-2 examination.  Once approved by the Department of Consumer Protection, Mr. Kirakides may arrange for an interpreter through PSI Examination Services.  The Board did not grant Mr. Kiriakides’ request; however, no motion was made to this effect.

June 11, 2005 letter from Eddy Kriskey, who completed his 2005 required continuing education in February ’05 but expects to be living in Georgia next year, asked if taking an online continuing education course or if taking a similar continuing education course in Georgia would be sufficient towards his 2007 renewal requirements?

Address was changed by the Department staff.  The Board felt that no action was warranted at this time, because they have not discussed the curriculum for the 2006 renewal cycle and have not discussed if distance learning would be an option in the future.

Information on Thermographic/Infrared technology.
This item was submitted along with item 4.

April 29, 2005 faxed letter from Andy Jacewicz who questioned if Connecticut requires a license for providing thermographic/infrared consulting services in trying to solve heat distribution in construction, electrical and mechanical devices.
The Board felt that a license is not required for the consulting part of Mr. Jacewicz’s business, but to hire an E-1 licensee to handle any part of the electrical process.

May 7, 2005 letter from David Santacapita requesting a list of the approved continuing education providers.


A list was provided by the Department sfaff on July 5, 2005.  The Board felt that beyond this no action was warranted.

HB0682706863SDO, “An Act Concerning Penalties for Violations of Apprentice Permit and Occupational Licensing Laws”.

Director Richard Hurlburt addressed the Board stating that this Bill did not pass, but wanted to know why item H10 of the Department of Labor’s curriculum for Millwrights does not require an electrical license.   The Board requested Director Hurlburt to write a letter to the Department of Labor to get an answer to his question.

Public Act No. 05-211, “An Act Concerning Occupational Licenses for Persons Engaged in Solar-Related Work”.


This item was added to the agenda by Director Richard Hurlburt.  He stated to that the Bill had passed and has two license types associated with it:  PV-1, Limited Solar Electric Contractor and a PV-2, Limited Solar Electric Journeypersons License.  Director Hurlburt further commented that the CT Regulations for this license category are forthcoming.
