EDUCATION SUB-COMMITTEE

Gregg Rogers from the National Coordinator for the Elevator Industry Work Preservation Fund appeared before the Board and provided his prospective on the CET educational program, expanded on efforts being made nation-wide to strengthen the requirement to qualify as a licensed elevator mechanic, and reported on elevator related fatalities. Mr. Rogers also provided  a study guide prepared by the Center to Protect Workers Rights.
