MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS

Review and approve minutes of the November 14, 2005 meeting.
The Board voted to approve minutes of the November 14, 2005 meeting with amendments to page-3, reflecting James A. Smothers (R-1) Unlimited Contractor application denied due to lack of required (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years, in addition to lack of required occupational related instructional experience. Board member Joseph Bayusik abstained.
BOARD MEMBER APPOINTMENT

Appointment letter dated December 6, 2005 from the Honorable Governor M. Jodi Rell, regarding the appointment of Joseph Bayusik to the Elevator Installation, Repair and Maintenance Work Examining Board, as an Unlimited Contractor.
Board member Joseph Bayusik was sworn-in by DCP Attorney Anthony Santoro.

PREVIOUSLY SUBMITTED APPLICATIONS
James A. Smothers, Peculiar, MO – (R-1) Unlimited Contractor Application
The Board voted to deny Mr. Smothers’ application at their 11/14/05 meeting due to lack of a required (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years, in addition to lack of required occupational related instructional experience. Mr. Smothers is providing additional documents consisting of a resume and letter of hardship, and is requesting the Board to reconsider his application.

Mr. Smothers was not present at today’s meeting. After further review and input regarding 
Mr. Smothers’ application, the Board voted to deny his application due to lack of a required 
(R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years, in addition to lack of required occupational related instructional experience.
APPLICANTS APPEARING IN PERSON

George L. Nyborg, III, Pelham, NY – (R-1) Unlimited Contractor Application

The Board voted to deny Mr. Nyborg’s application at their 11/14/05 meeting due to lack of a required (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years. 

Mr. Nyborg appeared before the Board and requested information concerning the licensing process for elevator work in Connecticut. The Board informed Mr. Nyborg in detail, the process and requirements for elevator work licensure in Connecticut. The Board further informed Mr. Nyborg that he lacks the required occupational and school related instructional experience to qualify for any elevator work license in Connecticut. 
Jaime S. Mendes, Pelham, NY – (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application

The Board voted to deny Mr. Mendes’ application at their 11/14/05 meeting due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience. 

Mr. Mendes appeared before the Board and requested information concerning the licensing process for elevator work in Connecticut. The Board informed Mr. Mendes in detail, the process and requirements for elevator work licensure in Connecticut. The Board further informed 

Mr. Mendes that he lacks the required school related instructional experience to qualify for an

(R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license in Connecticut.

CORRESPONDENCE

1. Correspondence dated January 21, 2005 addressed to Richard Blumenthal, CT Attorney General, from Shaun B. Cashman, CT Department of Labor Commissioner, concerning a request for a formal opinion regarding the authority of the CT Department of Labor (CTDOL) to register apprentices. 

2. Correspondence dated November 8, 2005 addressed to Shaun B. Cashman, CT Department of Labor Commissioner, from Richard Blumenthal, CT Attorney General,  regarding a formal opinion concerning the propriety of the issuance of apprenticeship registrations by an agency other than the Department of Labor (DOL), in particular the State Apprenticeship Council (SAC) of the Department of Consumer Protection (DCP).

3. Correspondence dated November 28, 2005 addressed to Edwin R. Rodriguez, 
DCP Commissioner, from Shaun B. Cashman, CT Department of Labor Commissioner, concerning the CT State Apprenticeship Council, which recommends policy concerning apprenticeship and promotion of the apprenticeship system.
OLD BUSINESS

1. Mr. Kelly engaged the Board in discussion concerning the issue of who can offer to perform elevator work in Connecticut and informed the Board that Connecticut General Statutes Section 20-334 (a) reads that “No person shall engage in, practice or offer to perform the work of any occupation subject to this chapter in this state unless such person has first obtained a license as provided in section 20-333”. Section 20-333 explains the examination process for elevator work licensure in Connecticut. Mr. Kelly further informed the Board that he has witnessed the fact that several companies are offering to perform elevator work in Connecticut without proper licensure. The Board reviewed and discussed the definition outlined within Section 20-334 as it related to offering to perform the work requiring possession of a proper elevator work license in Connecticut. Mr. Bruno expressed concerned regarding general contractors bidding on elevator work projects, who do not have a properly licensed individual to offer and/or perform elevator work in Connecticut. Mr. Roth asked the opinion of the Board and DCP as to whether it is illegal for an individual company offer to sell an elevator. Mr, Hurlburt directed the Board to Connecticut General Statutes Section 20-337, which reads “Nothing in this chapter shall require that the ownership or control of a business engaged in providing the work or services licensed under the provisions of this chapter be vested in a person licensed under this chapter, but all the work and services set forth in section 20-330 shall be performed by persons licensed for such work or occupation under this chapter”. The Board voted unanimously on a unanimous consensus concerning this matter and to forward this particular subject matter to DCP Commissioner Edwin Rodriguez for acknowledgement as follows:
The Board rules that, consistent with the requirements of the Connecticut General Statutes, Section 20-334; that no person shall engage in, practice, or offer to perform elevator work in the state of Connecticut, unless such person has first obtained a license as provided in Section 20-333.     
2. Mr. Bruno inquired as to whom at DCP has the authority to review elevator applications prior to being submitted to the Board for their review and decision. Mr. Bruno expressed concern regarding all elevator license applications not being reviewed and approved by the Board, as was the decision of the Board at their 11/14/05 meeting, in which the Board voted in favor of reviewing and approving all (R-1) Unlimited Contractor, 
(R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson, (R-5) Limited Contractor, and (R-6) Limited Journeyperson applications. The Board voted unanimously to forward this particular subject matter to DCP Commissioner Edwin Rodriguez for acknowledgement.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:45 P.M.
