Mr. Marotta telephoned DCP to advise that he has worked for Kennedy’s Plumbing & Heating from 1989-1994 
and has worked under the supervisor of Tim Kennedy who holds an (F-2) Unlimited Contractor license since 1989 (see attached DCP computer printout). Unfortunately, Kennedy’s Plumbing & Heating failed to register Mr. Marotta with DOL. However, Mr. Marotta is providing a notarized statement from Tim Kennedy attesting to his dates and duties of employment. Mr. Marotta is unable to attend today’s meeting due to school commitments and is requesting if the Board would provide him with equivalent occupational related experience for the time he worked at Kennedy’s Plumbing & Heating while under the supervision of a licensed Fire Protection Sprinkler Contractor.
After further review of Mr. Marotta’s application, the Board voted unanimously to table his application contingent upon Mr. Marotta appearing before the Board along with his representative from the town of Southington and his current supervisor, to expand on his occupational related experience.

The Board discussed the code changes that have occurred as adopted by the State Department of Public Safety. NFPA96 was discusses as an example. The Board also discussed the possible shortage of individuals interested in Fire Protection Sprinkler Work, which may impact on the industry demand in the near future.

The Board concluded that this topic was fully discussed and addressed at their 1/24/06 meeting and that there was no further discussion on this matter planned for this meeting. Board member Luis A.
