MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS

The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the April 22, 2004 and June 24, 2004 meeting.
APPLICATIONS

Richard L. Doolittle, Wallingford, CT – S-1 Application – Denied

Mr. Doolittle appeared before the Board today to answer inquiries by the Board and to expand on his training and experience within the industry as well as a B-1 (Contractor) license holder. After further review of Mr. Doolittle’s application, training and experience, the Board voted unanimously to deny his S-1 (Contractor) application due to lack of  a required S-2 (Journeyperson) license for a minimum of two years. Based on Mr. Doolittle’s qualifying experience as a B-1 (Contractor) as well as his training and experience within the industry, the Board voted unanimously to approve him to sit for the S-10 (Journeyperson) examination. The Board further suggested that if Mr. Doolittle passes the S-10 examination and wishes to pursue the S-9 (Contractor) license, he may submit a hardship letter requesting permission to sit for the S-9 (Contractor) examination. 
Leonard C. Shaw, East Berlin, CT – S-1 Application – Tabled
The Board voted unanimously to table Mr. Shaw’s application due to a final decision relating to a pending investigation hearing.  
Mervin Zayas, New Haven, CT – S-3 Application – Tabled
Mr. Zayas appeared before the Board today to expand on his training and experience.

After further review of Mr. Zayas’ application, training and experience, the Board voted unanimously to table Mr. Zayas application, contingent upon receipt of a transcript for the refrigeration course certificate submitted with his application and his CFC certification.
