MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION

In the Matter of Servco, Inc. 

Docket No. 05-1266
This matter was the subject of a Formal Hearing held and concluded on 12/1/05 and the matter was continued to the Board’s meeting of 2/23/06 for their decision. The Board decided at their 2/23/06 meeting to a Final Decision and Order consisting of an Immediate Order of Discontinuance, Letter of Reprimand, Restitution in the amount of $5,885.00, to be deducted from the Servco bill to repair the negligent work performed in the complainant’s master bedroom, and that said monies is to be credited against the unpaid balance due to Servco by the complainant. 

The Board discussed the motion for reconsideration concerning this matter at today’s meeting. After further discussion on this matter, the Board voted unanimously to stay the decision made at their 2/23/06 meeting due to inaccuracies in the transcript, and that their motion to stay the decision of 2/23/06 remain, pending further review and a re-written decision by DCP legal division.

FORMAL ADMINISTRATIVE HEARINGS 

In the Matter of James R. Lathrop

Docket No. 06-895

A Formal Hearing was held on this matter today and the hearing was concluded. After further discussion on this matter, the Board voted to issue respondent James R. Lathrop a Final Decision and Order consisting of an Immediate Order to Cease and Desist, Civil Penalty in the amount of $156,000.00, Restitution in the amount of $3,500.00, letter of referral to DCP Commissioner for criminal action with the CT Attorney Generals office, and suggested that DCP Commissioner review Mr. Lathrop’s heating oil registration dealer license for potential violations. The Board further voted unanimously to issue respondent Alan R. Cyr a Final Decision and Order consisting of an Immediate Order to Cease and Desist, Civil Penalty in the amount of $1,500.00, Restitution in the amount of $2,897.48. If restitution not paid within 90 days of receipt of the Final Decision and Order, 
the Board to revoke respondents heating, piping, cooling, and sheet metal work licenses. Board member 

Thomas F. Casey, Sr. recused himself from participating on this matter.  
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:43 P.M.
