CONTINUING EDUCATION
The Board reports on feedback received relating to continuing education offerings are  

inaccurate, referencing wrong license categories, incorrect subject matter and lacking OSHA 

subject matter as well. 
The Board references advertisements from ABC and IMITI, which lacks OSHA subject matter and  reference the (IPC) International Plumbing Code book which has not been adopted by Connecticut Yet. Connecticut has adopted the International Residential Building Code, which incorporates and does have plumbing for the residential side. Connecticut has yet to adopt the International Plumbing or Mechanical Code.  
The Board expressed concern about the inconsistency of information being advertised, such as inaccurate code adoptions and subject matter references. The Board would like an opportunity to review submittals received by DCP in order to identify and correct any discrepancies found within the filings.
Director Richard Hurlburt presented the Board, as a reference guide, the Electrical Board continuing education curriculum outline which addresses specific subject matter to be utilized for Electrical continuing education course offerings.  

The Board expressed an interest in creating mandates for institutions providing plumbing continuing education course offerings and establishing a more detailed curriculum outline in order to strengthen the required subject matter utilized by these institutions. 

The Board will be provided with continuing education submittals from teaching institutions for their review. The Board will also continue reviewing of next years format for continuing education as well.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 11:05 A.M.
