FORMAL ADMINISTRATIVE HEARINGS



In the Matter of Brian Himpel

A Formal Administrative Hearing was held on 10/21/04. The Board voted unanimously to continue this matter and table their final decision pending further investigation and 

re-inspection of the work performed at the Oudheusden home in order for the Board to determine appropriate restitution.       
The Formal Administrative Hearing was continued on 12/16/04. After further review of all the evidence and testimony provided by the complainants, Brian Knight & Joyce Oudheusden and the respondent, Brian Himpel, the Board voted unanimously to go into executive session to discuss this matter. Following the executive session, the Board voted unanimously to defer their decision and continue this matter until such time an investigator visits the home of both complainants and provide evidence that will serve to assist the Board in making an informed decision. The Board is suggesting that DCP assign Inspector Jack Korduner to conduct the investigation since he is familiar with this case and that he appear before the Board with his findings for their review.  

The Board opened the Formal Hearing in order to allow Inspector Jack Korduner to provide his investigative findings for the Board’s review. After further review and discussion of the facts concerning this matter at today’s meeting, the Board voted unanimously to dismiss the case concerning both Brian Knight and Joyce Oudheusden.
