 Commissioner Baron commented that she attended a recently approved 
Assessor’s Course where the instructor did not teach the full extent of the course 
hours. The organization has been notified. 

 

 Jim Kyle commented on the Appraiser Qualifications Board (AQB) release of its 
Third Exposure Draft of Proposed Changes to the Real Property Appraiser 
Qualification Criteria and expressed his concern specifically regarding the 
proposed reduction of required experience hours for each credential, and the 
substitution of (PAREA) modules for the experience requirement.
