6359 - AN ACT CONCERNING AN EARLY CHILDHOOD SYSTEM. The impact of this bill
for the Department of Developmental Services would be to move the Connecticut Birth to Three
System, which is currently under the direction of the Commissioner of Developmental Services,
into the new Office of Early Childhood.

As a part of DDS, the Connecticut Birth to Three System has consistently maintained the highest
professional standards and has been recognized by the federal government as a high performing
early intervention program. The mission of Birth to Three is to strengthen the capacity of
Connecticut’s families to meet the developmental and health-related needs of infants and
toddlers who have delays or disabilities. This program ensures that all Connecticut families have
equal access to a coordinated program of comprehensive early intervention services and supports
that are family-centered, occur in natural settings, foster collaborative partnerships, and
recognize current best practices in early intervention. Although Connecticut births have
decreased 9.1% between 1997 and 2011, referrals to Birth to Three have increased 86% over a
similar period.

Relocating the Birth to Three System within the Office of Early Childhood will not only allow
the state to better identify any gaps in services and make more informed policy decisions, but it
will integrate this extremely successful program into an agency whose sole focus is on children
from birth to five years of age. This change will make Connecticut a leader in the delivery of
early childhood services and supports and the Office of Early Childhood will ensure that
families have access to the highest quality early childhood services, preparing children for
success in school and in life.
