Beginning in March 2017, Case Managers began working with individuals and families through the annual Individual Planning (1P)
process to collect information through a Support Survey and Residential Request Assessment. The Support Survey identifies
whether or not an individual has unmet residential or day service needs. If the individual is determined to have unmet residential
needs, the Residential Request Assessment identifies what category of need the individual has. This information was collected
over the course of a year, during which time data was updated in order to be presented in a new format that should be clearer and
easier to understand.

Starting with the Sept 30, 2017 MIR, Residential Need data is presented using the new categories. Priorities are reflected in the
following categories:
