Individualized home supports
include in-home family supports, in-home respite, as well as supporting individuals to live in their own
apartments/homes. Most of the people we serve have difficulty with the demands of daily living. People we support
are taught a variety of skills necessary for increased personal independence, growth, and dignity. Basic self-care
skills, social skills, domestic skills, responsibility and self-direction are a few of the possible focus areas.
