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ITEM #1006151A ‑ REMOVE UNDERBRIDGE LUMINAIRE

DESCRIPTION: Work under this item shall consist of the removal of an existing underbridge luminaire at the location shown on the plans or as directed. The removed underbridge luminaire and associated materials (lamp, ballast, mountings, conduits, conductors, conduit bodies, junction boxes, mounting hardware, fuses and fuse holders) shall remain the property of the Contractor.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS: The Contractor shall remove an underbridge luminaire and associated materials (lamp, ballast, mountings, conduits, conductors, conduit bodies, junction boxes, mounting hardware, fuses and fuse holders) where indicated on the plans or as directed by the Engineer. The removed underbridge luminaire and associated materials shall be properly disposed of by the Contractor.

All H.I.D. lamps shall be removed from the luminaire, by the Contractor, and handled as a hazardous waste and subject to the provisions of the Resources Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Subtitle C and Chapter 446 of the Connecticut General Statutes. They may not be land- filled or incinerated, but must be handled and disposed or recycled at an approved facility.  

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT: This work will be measured for payment by the number of underbridge luminaires with associated equipment, removed and disposed of complete and accepted.

BASIS OF PAYMENT: This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for "Remove Underbridge Luminaire" complete, which price shall include removal of luminaire, ballast, lamp, conduit, conductors, mountings, conduit bodies, junction boxes, mounting hardware, fuses and fuse holders, and all associated materials, disposing, hauling, and including all materials, tools, equipment, labor and work incidental thereto.
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
