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SPECIAL PROVISION GUIDANCE DOCUMENT FOR DESIGNERS

SECTION 2.86—DRAINAGE TRENCH EXCAVATION
    ROCK IN DRAINAGE TRENCH EXCAVATION
SECTION 5.86—CATCH BASINS, MANHOLES AND DROP INLETS
SECTION 6.86—DRAINAGE PIPES
    DRAINAGE PIPE ENDS

These special provisions are to be used when the Contract contains any drainage items such as pipes, pipe ends, catch basins, manholes, and/or drop inlets.  (See ECD-2017-1.)

Section special provisions are to be inserted into the “General” pages of the Contract.

Drainage Trench Excavation and Bedding Material are not payable items but are included in the pipe, pipe end or drainage structure items.

The following are payable items with two different depths (0’ to 10’ Deep or 0’ to 20’ Deep):
· Rock in Drainage Trench Excavation [c.y.]
· (Type) Catch Basin [ea.]
· Manhole (Size) [ea.]
· Remove Drainage Structure [ea.]
· (Size and Type) Pipe (Thickness) [l.f.]
· (Size and Type) Pipe Arch (Thickness) [l.f.]
· Relaid (Size and Type) Pipe [l.f.]
· (Size and Type) Relaid Pipe Arch [l.f.]
· Remove Existing Pipe [l.f.] - see notes below

For these items, any excavation depth over 20’ deep to bottom of trench will require a separate special provision.

All other payable items within these sections are not depth specific.

Designers shall continue to base their designs on hydraulic requirements.

Designers will ensure all notes and details on the plans clearly indicate depths anticipated during construction.

Calculations will no longer be based on separate Contract items for trench excavation, bedding material and drainage units.  The unit of measurement will be Linear Feet (l.f.) for pipes, which includes Drainage Trench Excavation and Bedding Material.  The unit of measurement for Drainage Structures, including Pipe Ends, Catch Basins, Manholes, Resets, Remove Drainage Structure (outside the limits of new drainage installation) and Conversions, will be Each (ea.).  Removal of Existing Pipe (outside the limits of new drainage installation) will be measured in Linear Feet (l.f.).  All items include related excavation and backfill.

Rock Excavation will continue to be a volume measurement (c.y.) and will include backfill of voids.




Details of the Revisions include the following:

General:  The Drainage Items in the Special Provisions referenced have been revised to include the cost of trench excavation and bedding material in the unit price for the respective drainage item.  There are separate pay items for 0’ to 10’ and 0’ to 20’ based on level of effort.  These revised items include excavation and other related work and materials up to a depth of 20 feet, with the exception of Rock Excavation.  Any depth over 20 feet will be considered ‘non-standard’ and will require a Project-specific special provision.

· Do not use Section 2.05 items for Trench Excavation:
· An amended version (with drainage references removed) of Section 2.05 will be available for use by designers for unique or miscellaneous excavation.
· Section 2.86 has been created specifically for Drainage Trench Excavation.
· Section 2.86 will only include pay items for Rock in Drainage Trench Excavation, however it includes Description and Construction Methods articles for Drainage Trench Excavation.
· Do not use Section 5.07 items for Catch Basins, Manholes and Drop Inlets: 
· Use items in the Section 5.86 series for Catch Basins, Manholes and Drop Inlets.
· The cost of Trench Excavation shall be included in the unit price of each respective drainage structure item and will not be measured for payment.
· Do not use Section 6.51items for Culverts or 6.52 items for Culvert Ends:
· Use items in the Section 6.86 series for Drainage Pipes and Drainage Pipe Ends
· The cost of Trench Excavation and Bedding Material shall be included in the unit price of each respective item and will not be measured for payment.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]All references to culvert or culvert end have been revised to “pipe” or “pipe end.”
