Luxe Ambassador Bus Lines of Hartford, Inc DBA Luxe Ambassador of HTFD is permitted and

Failure 

of the permit holder to maintain proper insurance and/or to comply with all pertinent motor vehicle laws and other 

State statutes and/or the rules, regulations, and orders of the department, shall be considered sufficient cause to 

amend, suspend, or revoke this permit. This permit is transferrable only with the approval of the department.  

Vehicles authorized herein must be registered within sixty (60) days of the date of this decision.   

A memorandum of the permit bearing the seal of the department shall be kept conspicuously posted in 

the motor vehicles operated hereunder.
