eligibility at the dose level as each patient and dose may not fit your default setting.
e Ifyou enter directly in the CT WiZ User Interface, click here for training to ‘add and administer’ vaccines and update the eligibility on each dose.
e If you need assistance, please submit a Help Desk Ticket — select Immunizations (CT WiZ).
